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Solar Hot Water 4 Pays You to be Green
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The Price: $1,990
 for a 1.08kW System

Why so cheap? If you have researched solar, you might know that many 1kW systems sell for $3,000 - $4,000. We can do better because the Sunshine Coast Environment Council has organised a bulk purchase and brought local partners together to drive the price down for you. 

The Sunshine Coast Environment Council is the lead community based environmental group on the Sunshine Coast. It has operated successfully as a not for profit organisation for the past 25 years.

Or Pay $1,590

If you can pay the whole amount ($10,580) up-front, you can save another $400. Most people can get personal finance cheaper. There are personal green loans available from MECU, Bendigo Bank and Maleny Credit Union. You receive the rebates directly into your account (6-10 weeks after the installation).

Are there any other costs? This price is for a fully installed system anywhere on the Sunshine Coast. The only other cost that you might incur is if your switchboard is not complying with current regulations (e.g. no circuit breaker or safety switch, etc.). The maximum additional cost would be $500 for that, but most homes on the Sunshine Coast meet these safety regulations. 

Being Paid for the Electricity You Produce

In Queensland we have a net feed-in tariff. That means for every kWh of electricity that you produce above what you use (at any given moment in time), you receive 44c (compared to the 16c it costs to purchase electricity).

So for maximum benefit, you want to reduce your electricity usage during the day (when the solar panels produce electricity). You can achieve that by using your major appliances (washing machine, dishwasher, etc.) early in the morning or in the evening when there is no sun anyway.

Yearly savings: $400 - $800

All Paperwork Prepared

SolarPay handles all paperwork so that you receive the government rebates as quickly as possible.

High Quality and Long Warranties

The panels we are using are Sharp - manufactured in Japan or the UK. They come with a 25 year performance guarantee (in 25 years, they will still produce 80% of their maximum output). Otherwise Sharp will replace them.

The installation is guaranteed for 5 years by Mark Jones from Accord Electrical. 

The manufacturer’s warranty for faulty manufacturing is 1 year for the panels and 5 years for the inverter (Latronics was established by Klaus Lagner in 1985 in Caloundra). The average life of the inverter is 36 years. 

Is Your Roof Suitable?

[image: image2.jpg]To check that out, we use Google first, making sure that you have a North-facing roof (anywhere between North-West and North-East is ok, but the more directly it faces North the better.

An ideal roof angle for the Sunshine Coast is 27 degrees, but anywhere between 22 and 32 works as well. For a roof outside of this slope, we might be able to supply adjustable bracketing for a small additional cost (~$500). The installer will confirm that with you.

Refund Policy

Should your government rebate approval not be granted or your roof not be suitable all monies will be refunded in full with no admin fees charged.
